E. COMMITTEE REPORTS

San Joaquin Farm Bureau Federation — Water Committee Meeting, 11/22/22

Manager Hopkins reported he, President Watkins and Director Sanguinetti attended the meeting.
Manager Hopkins stated EBMUD reported they are using water from Lake Camanche. North San
Joaquin Water Conservation District reported they did not provide much surface water. Hopefully,
surface water will be available next year. The two Delta agencies are working on levee evaluations.
South San Joaquin Irrigation District reported the Fall pulse flows totaled approximately 35,000 AF
from New Melones, and, 2,500 salmon were spotted from this release.

San Joaquin County commented voter turnout this year was very low. The meeting ended with a
presentation by Brandon Bates from the NRCS covering three grant programs currently available
which provide technical assistance funding for capital projects, and land owner grants for on-farm
improvements. Manager Hopkins stated he attended the follow-up workshop with NRCS and
interested agencies. It is not yet clear how much funding will be available for the types of projects.
More information will follow from Brandon Bates’ manager.

Board Meeting — 12/06/22 2
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Director McGurk asked who is Brandon Bates. Manager Hopkins stated he is with NRCS, but does
not have an official title, but has presented at the San Joaquin Farm Bureau twice now regarding
RCCP grants that are funded through the Inflation Reduction Act.

Director Cortopassi inquired on EMBUD taking water from Lake Camanche; he thought EBMUD
only took water from Lake Pardee. District Engineer Evensen replied EBMUD can take water from
either source. EBMUD’s preference is Lake Pardee due to it having better water quality. The next
scheduled meeting is December 27, 2022.

F. REPORT OF GENERAL MANAGER

1.

Water Supply Report as of 11/21/22
Manager Hopkins provided a handout of the Water Supply Report for information only that included
storage, release, and production data collected from various sources as of midnight last night.

There is 50,592 AF in storage at New Hogan Reservoir. Current releases are set at 26 cfs. Current
release at Goodwin Dam to Stanislaus River are set at 209 cfs and release to all water users are set at
0 cfs. There are 0 irrigators on New Hogan, 0 irrigators on New Melones, and 0 irrigators out of
District. The water treatment plant is currently processing 24 mgd. The City of Stockton is currently
processing 10.8 mgd. Manager Hopkins reported the District wells total water extraction is 6,795 gpm
(~9.8 mgd).

. Report on General Manager Activities

a. Stockton East Water District Activities Update

Manager Hopkins reported the Ozone Project is at a design point where the Staff would like to present
some preliminary information to the Board, so the consultant is planning a presentation on December
20", The Sustainable Groundwater Management grant, round two funding application has been
successfully completed and uploaded to the DWR’s website. It is not required to be submitted until
next Friday, so the consultant is holding the application in case of any last-minute changes. Manager
Hopkins stated the District received a notice from PG&E that rates will increase by 20% in 2023.
Manager Hopkins stated there are a few agenda items for the Agriculture Committee and the Bellota
Committee, so a solicitation of available dates will be sent out to the Board.

G. DIRECTOR REPORTS

1.

Association of California Water Agencies — 2022 Fall Conference, Indian Wells, CA,

11/29/22 - 12 /01/22

Directors Atkins, McGurk, Sanguinetti, Watkins and Manager Hopkins attended the conference.
Director Atkins reported the topics were interesting. The Agriculture Committee meeting held
discussion on fallow lands down south, and planting native grass seeds which have a hard time
growing.

Manager Hopkins reported the State Water Resources Control Board spoke of their role in SGMA,
and preparation to take over basins that go into probation. Review has started for incomplete plans of
the basins expected to be in probation. DWR has been working with the SWRCB to help with the
transition from planning to implementation of SGMA since the SWRCB will oversee the probationary
basins. Both agencies claim the goal is to gain local control overseeing the basins, and not the state.
Director Atkins stated the reason for this is to raise standards.

Board Meeting — 12/06/22 3
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Manager Hopkins reported the attendees received an overview of the San Joaquin Valley Water
Blueprint by the Agriculture Committee, which is a very large-scale plan to balance water throughout
the state. In concept, this takes water supplies from northern California and moves the supply to south
Central Valley for storage, then moved to urban users in southern California.

The attendees received a presentation from Tulare Irrigation District regarding land repurposing to
help address groundwater overdraft. Tulare Irrigation District received a grant to remove some
agricultural land from production, and turn it into habitat. The district realized habitat needs water,
so the project participants are figuring out this challenge.

Director Atkins reported Director Sanguinetti spoke up for farming in California, which supports
California’s fifth largest world economy status, and stated taking this land out of production will be
detrimental for California and the economy, and asked to work out a plan to keep farming.

Director McGurk attended the Joint Powers Insurance Authority (JPIA) meeting and offered a
handout for information. Director McGurk also attended the ACWA general meeting and voted on
behalf of SEWD to adopt the amendment and restating by-laws. Director McGurk attended the
Region 4 meeting, and reported two Region 4 Board vacancies are being solicited formerly held by
John Messinger and Brian Busch. In the meantime, Brian Saunders (Sacramento County) is the
interim chair, and, Kristin Sicke (Yolo County Flood Control) is the vice chair. Discussion followed.

Director Atkins stated he spoke with Rubicon Water from Australia regarding new technology for
irrigating alfalfa. The computer automated system registers how much water is released, and
calculates how much water is needed for watering a sized crop. The calculation of water is precise
for covering the crop without excess water drainage. The system also senses daily weather
temperatures for adjusting watering demands.

Re: Sedimentation Basins 3 & 4 — Submersible Drain Pumps

Background
As a part of the Stockton East Water District's (District) FY 22-23 budget, the Board of

Directors (Board) approved a $60,000 budget to install new submersible drain pumps for
Sedimentation Basins 3 and 4. The District annually cleans out the sumps in the Basins by
utilizing a diaphragm pump to remove accumulated solids. This is done to prevent solids from
clogging the two 6-inch discharge pipes that are pumped daily. Although the current method
has worked in the past, it requires the District to use extensive efforts such as: freeing up
staff to do the work, setup time, and troubleshooting any issues the diaphragm pump may
encounter.

By installing the submersible pumps with guide rails on the wall, the District will be able to
benefit from a permanent installation that will be connected to the existing 6” discharge piping
on the concrete deck that conveys the solids to the solids handling lagoons. District staff will
install the pumps and piping.

Summary
Staff received three quotes for two submersible drain pumps.

G3 Engineering KSB $23,408 16-18 weeks
Flo-line Tech Sulzer $24,356 6-8 weeks
SHAPE, Inc Flygt $40,234 12-14 weeks

Flo-line Tech provided the second lowest quote of $24,355.98, which includes two pumps,
accessories, start-up, freight and taxes. District staff selected the pump from Flo-line Tech
due to it having the shortest lead time and having a guide rail system for removal.

Financial Impact
This project is budgeted and the recommended quote is below the budgeted amount.

Background

Staff has been tracking requests for online payments for the past two years. 70% of the
callers have been requesting to make online payments. Staff previously investigated the
possibility of online payments in 2019. At the time, the information was not clear enough
for the Board to decide and the issue was tabled for a later date.

Furthermore, Staff has investigated the usage of online payments by other like districts
and has found that Oakdale Irrigation District, Solano Irrigation District, South San
Joaquin Irrigation District, and Sacramento Suburban Water District offer online
payments.

Summary

At the beginning of FY2022-2023, Staff undertook investigation of online payments once
again. Since then, staff has gathered information and proposals from three different
possible providers. The three providers are:

Staff has also looked at the ease of use and compatibility of each platform with our
financial system and ranked them as follows:

1. AllPaid
2. F&M
3. Costco
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The online portal will be linked from the District’s to AllPaid’s website. AllPaid will be
providing the network security and personal credit card information will not be stored on
the District’'s network. AllPaid will be responsible for any data breach. AllPaid is
specialized in working with over 3,000 special districts.

Financial Impact

As can been seen in Table 1, all providers propose some cost to the District except
AllPaid. This means the District would bear the financial charges based on dollar amount
processed in any given period, which are estimated at minimum $8,500 annually for only
domestic and meter rentals. There are no on-boarding fees associated with any of the
platforms. Customers would have to pay a small fee based on the type of transaction.
The fee is consistent with the fees being charged by the aforementioned districts.

Recommendation
Staff respectfully recommends the Board to authorize the General Manager to execute a

contract with AllPaid to provide online payment options to customers based on the overall
ease of use, data security, and low cost to the District, customers.

The Stockton East Water District (Stockton East) prepares, makes, declares and publishes this
proposed Negative Declaration for the Stockton East Water District and Central San Joaquin Water
Conservation District Sphere of Influence Update and Annexation Project (Project).

Project Title: Stockton East Water District and Central San Joaquin Water Conservation District Sphere
of Influence and Annexation Project.

Project Location: The Project is located within the boundaries of the Stockton East Water District and
the Central San Joaquin Water Conservation District, within San Joaquin County.

Project Description: Review of the Sphere of Influence of the two districts prior to consolidation, and
review of annexation of approximately 3,966 acres of property within Central’s proposed SOl into the
boundaries of the consolidated Stockton East Water District, generally located east of Central, south of
State route 4 and Sonora Road, and north of Carter Road.

Determination: Stockton East has reviewed the Project and has determined that the Project, as
identified in the attached Initial Study, will not have a significant effect on the environment. An
Environmental Impact Report is not required pursuant to the Environmental Quality Act of 1970
(Division 13 of the Public Resources code of the State of California).

Public Review: The Initial Study/Negative Declaration has been prepared in compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and contains an environmental review of the potential
impacts of the Project. This Initial Study/Negative Declaration is being circulated for 30 days from
November 4, 2022 through December 5, 2022. Comments on the Initial Study/Negative Declaration
can be sent by 12:00 noon on December 5, 2022 to Stockton East Water District, Attention: Mr. Justin
Hopkins, General Manager, Post Office Box 5157, Stockton, California 95205-0157, or by email at
jhopkins@sewd.net.

Environmental Considerations

The subject of this Initial Study/Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) is an Update to the
Sphere of Influence (SOI) for the consolidated Stockton East (which will include Central territory), and
the annexation of approximately 3,966 acres of property within Central’s proposed SOI into the
boundaries of the consolidated Stockton East Water District, generally located east of Central, south of
State route 4 and Sonora Road, and north of Carter Road. Both the SOI Update and annexation are
characterized as projects and are subject to environmental review under the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA).

The underlying project is the consolidation of Stockton East and Central. This action is categorically
exempt from environmental review under Class 20 (Section 15320) — Change in Organization, of the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines. This categorical exemption allows changes of
organization involving the consolidation of two or more districts having identical powers.

Much of the analysis developed for the SOI Update is contained within a draft Municipal Service
Review (MSR) prepared for the San Joaquin Local Agency Formation Commission (San Joaquin LAFCo)
dated October 27, 2022, and incorporated herein by reference. The MSR is categorically exempt from
environmental review under Class 6 (Section 15306) — Information Collection, of the CEQA Guidelines.
This categorical exemption allows for the preparation of studies leading to an action which a public
agency has not yet approved, adopted, or funded (e.g., adoption of an SOl Update by San Joaquin
LAFCo).

Overall Project Description

The current Sphere of Influence for Stockton East is coterminous with its boundary; that is, the SOI
boundary and the Stockton East boundary are one in the same as shown in Figure 1. The current SOI
for Central is broader than its current boundaries, as shown on Figure 3 — and includes land outside of
Central’s current boundaries, identified as Area B, as shown in Figure 4.

Chapter 8 of the MSR addresses Sphere of Influence considerations for both Stockton East and Central.
As proposed in Chapter 8, three options for updating the SOI are described as follows:

1. Retain the existing boundaries and SOI for Stockton East and Central as separate
entities;

2. Consolidate the two districts without expanding either boundaries or SOI for either
district;

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3. Consolidate both districts into one Stockton East successor district, retain the existing
SOls, and annex the proposed land into the consolidated district.

Option 1 would not change the current individual SOl for each district, and as such, would be
characterized as a ‘No Project’ alternative under CEQA.

Option 2 is similar to Option 1 and would also likely be considered a ‘No Project’ alternative as
consolidation of the two districts is categorically exempt from CEQA.

Option 3 is the most comprehensive of the options; it incorporates Option 2 and adds annexation of
3,966 acres of property into the consolidated district.

For purposes of environmental review, Option 3 will be analyzed under the Environmental Checklist.
