President Atkins called the regular meeting to order at 12:30 p.m., and Director McGurk led the Pledge
of Allegiance.

Present at roll call at the District were Directors Atkins, McGurk, Nakaue, Panizza, Sanguinetti and
Watkins. Also present were Manager Hopkins, Assistant Manager Vega, District Engineer Evensen,
Finance Director Ram, Administrative Assistant Wood and Legal Counsel Zolezzi. Director Cortopassi
was absent.

3. Stockton East Water District — 2024 Chemical Bid Results and Award Memo
Manger Hopkins provided information on the 2024 Chemical Bid Results and Award Memo.
Manager Hopkins reported the District recently released a request for bid for the annual chemical
supply contracts.

Assistant Manager Vega reported the bids were opened on March 1, 2024 and the results are
displayed on Table 1 on page 8. The table includes the lowest bidder highlighted along with the
second lowest bidders. Assistant Manager Vega added there was a price decrease for the 5%
acidified alum, caustic soda and sodium hypochlorite. Staff has discussed the concern of potential
supply chain issues with Jones Chemical Co. supplying sodium hypochlorite as the chemical’s point
of origin is in Torrance.
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Director McGurk inquired if there is a concern the sodium hypochlorite may deteriorate over the
time it takes for the chemical to arrive to the water treatment plant. Assistant Manager Vega replied
there is a curve of deterioration however it should be negligible. Director Sanguinetti inquired if the
company provides documentation on the quality of the chemical. Manager Hopkins replied chemical
vendors are required to provide a laboratory certificate of the quality of the chemical for each
shipment. Director Nakaue inquired if there are other local companies that contract with Jones
Chemical Co. as a chemical vendor. Assistant Manager Vega replied yes, the District has used Jones
Chemical Co. in the past and they have been shown to be a reliable company.

A motion was moved and seconded to approve the 2024 Chemical Bids to the lowest bidders as
presented: Chemtrade Solutions, LLC in the amount of $565/per dry ton for 5% acidified alum;
Univar USA in the amount of $887.00/dry ton for caustic soda; USALCO in the amount of
$856/liquid ton for PACI; NorthStar Chemical in the amount of $1,080.99/liquid ton for ACH/P;
Jones Chemical Co. in the amount of $2.000/gal for 12.5% sodium hypochlorite, and authorize the
General Manager to approve emergency orders from another responsible bidder on the list at the
lowest possible price, as presented.

1. Eastern San Joaquin Groundwater Authority Steering Committee Meeting, 03/13/24

Director Watkins and Manager Hopkins attended the Eastern San Joaquin Groundwater Authority
Steering Meeting on March 13". Manager Hopkins reported the committee discussed the
Stakeholder Engagement and Outreach Plan, and the Draft Well Mitigation Program. The committee
recommended approval of; an amendment to the Land Use Agreement A-22-375, a Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) with San Joaquin County (SJC) to Receive American Rescue Plan Act
Funding for Monitoring Network Enhancements, and to submit the 2023 Annual Report to the
Department of Water Resources (DWR).

2. Eastern San Joaquin Groundwater Authority Board Meeting, 03/13/24
Director Panizza and Manager Hopkins attended the Eastern San Joaquin Groundwater Authority
Board Meeting on March 13". Director Panizza reported the committee approved to; authorize the
Groundwater Authority (GWA) to amend the terms of Agreement for temporary staff services
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provided by South San Joaquin Irrigation (SSJID) to Eastern San Joaquin Groundwater Authority
(ESJGWA), amend the Land Use Agreement A-22-375 License to use Land for Groundwater
Monitoring Stations with San Joaquin County (SJC) for the Westgate Landing Monitoring Well,
and approval of Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with San Joaquin County (SJC) to Receive
American Rescue Plan Act Funding for Monitoring Network Enhancements. Manager Hopkins
reported the Department of Water Resources (DWR) is tightening parameters for groundwater
sustainability agencies (GSASs) by providing comments on the Annual Reports and finding the
Modesto Subbasin Groundwater Sustainability Plan to be incomplete.

Agriculture Operations Committee Meeting, 03/15/24

Directors Atkins, Cortopassi, Sanguinetti, Watkins, Manager Hopkins and Assistant Manager Vega
attended the Agriculture Operations Committee Meeting on March 45", President Atkins reported
the committee discussed proposed water rates for fiscal year 2024-2025. The proposed water rates
will be presented to the Board on April 2", Director Watkins reported the committee discussed an
update to Rule 109 — Water Rights Claims as several discrepancies have been identified relating to
the historical application of the Rule 109 entitlements. Rule 109 will be brought back to the
Agriculture Operations Committee for further review. The committee discussed updates to Rule 159
and Policy No. 3085 — Establishing Program and-Incentives for Encouraging the Use of Surface
Water as there have been little success with the program.

Water Supply Report as of 03/12/24
Manager Hopkins provided a handout of the Water Supply Report for information only that included
storage, release, and production data collected from various sources as of midnight last night.

There is 215,498 AF in storage at New Hogan Reservoir. Current releases are set at 103 cfs. There
is 2,003,116 AF in storage at New Melones Reservoir. Current releases are set at 1,780 cfs. Current
release at Goodwin Dam to Stanislaus River is set at 1,504 cfs and release to all water users is set at
2,227 cfs. The district water treatment plant (WTP) is currently processing 22 mgd. North Stockton
is currently utilizing 5 mgd. South Stockton is currently utilizing 5 mgd. Cal Water is currently
utilizing 7 mgd. The City of Stockton WTP is currently processing 11 mgd.

Report on General Manager Activities
a. CVP Water Association — Executive and Financial Affairs Committee Meeting, 03/15/24
Finance Director Ram reported this meeting was cancelled.

b. Stockton East Water District Activities Update
Manager Hopkins reported the Lower Farmington Canal (LFC) repairs have been completed.
Staff is coordinating with U.S. Army Corps of Engineer (USACE) to return control of New
Hogan Dam to the District at which time water from New Melones will be released.

Manager Hopkins reported he attended a CSDA chapter meeting on March 15%. J.D. Hightower,
the Executive Officer with LAFCO provided a presentation regarding special districts having a
tax sharing agreement executed with the County and expressed the importance of updating the
District’s Municipal Service Review (MSR) every five years. CSDA discussed AB 3219 which
proposes to amend the Advance Clean Fleet legislation to include an exemption for local
agencies when purchasing internal combustion vehicles. The bill is not expected to move
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through legislation. Manager Hopkins reported South San Joaquin Irrigation District (SSJID)
reported they have proposed legislation to establish a sphere-of-influence and boundaries for
Tri-Dam.

Manager Hopkins reported District Staff have started contacting customers to seek interest for
out-of-district temporary water transfer agreements. The Board had no objections to providing
out-of-district service.

Manager Hopkins reported he met with SAWS Staff, Sue Daugherty and video producer,
Andrew Blankenship to discuss a series of videos on Stockton East Water District as part of
public outreach efforts described in the Strategic Plan. The initial idea is to create different
videos covering topics such as groundwater, surface water and fish passage improvement.
Director McGurk inquired who the intended audience was. Manager Hopkins replied it would
be the District constituents. Director McGurk inquired what the cost would be to create the
videos. Manager Hopkins replied it would cost $15,000 for four videos. The Board will be
presented with the first video before proceeding with the subsequent videos. President Atkins
inquired how these videos would be presented to the public. Manager Hopkins replied the videos
would be promoted via the District’s website, newsletter, and potentially through a banner at the
Cherry Festival parade.

4. Stockton East Water District Engineering Update

District Engineer Evensen provided the Board with a presentation on the District’s projects which
include the Sodium Hypochlorite Project, the Low Lift Pump Station P1 Pump Upgrade and Gate
Replacements, the P29 Variable Frequency Drive (VFD), installation of Chemical System Switches,
Levels and Gauges for SCADA connection, installation of another Automatic Transfer Switch in
the High Service Pump Station; the Air Conditioning Units in the High Service Pump Station, the
Well Pump and Motor Installation on Extraction Well #2, the Lower Farmington Canal
Rehabilitation Project, the McGurk Low-Water Crossing Project, gate replacement on the Old
Calaveras River Headworks, house demolition at the Bellota Weir site, and the Peters Pipeline
Assessment provided as part of the District’s Water Treatment Plant Master Plan. District Engineer
Evensen provided an update on the design and permitting process for projects which include the
Aquifer Storage Recovery Well, Solids Dewatering Lagoon, Water Supply Master Plan and CIP,
Water Treatment Plant Master Plan and CIP, George Watkins Low-Water Crossing, Eight Mile Dam
and McGurk Low-Water Crossing.

Director Watkins inquired when the electrical equipment will be installed at the new extraction well.
District Engineer Evensen replied the equipment is expected to be delivered by the end of the month.

Director Panizza commented the presentation was well put together.

Construction Phase 2A

Background
The Aquifer Storage and Recovery (ASR) program consists of the installation and connection

of an ASR well divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 is comprised of an ASR well study and design.
GEI Consultants, Inc (GEI) completed the ASR well study and design during the 23-24 fiscal
year (FY).

Phase 2A is the construction of the ASR well and Phase 2B is the installation of the well
pump, piping, valving, electrical components, and rehabilitation of the well house.

ASR programs are subject to SWRCB General Order 2012-0010 which allows drinking water
to be recharged into an aquifer system via an ASR well and recovered later, also via an ASR
well, for distribution to customers.

The District requested bids from five ASR well construction companies. Bids were received
from Pacific Coast Well Drilling, Inc. and Zim Industries, Inc. as shown in Table 1. Both
companies have completed multiple ASR Well projects in California.

Summary

District Staff reviewed the bids from the two ASR well companies and determined Zim
Industries, Inc. is the lowest responsive bidder based on their bid price, scope of work, project
staff, ASR well experience, and similar size projects.

The ASR Well construction project consists of installing an 18” municipal well as part of an
aquifer storage and recovery (ASR) program, destroying an existing 16” municipal well, and
installing three 4” diameter observation wells.

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Financial Impact

The ASR well construction is in the FY 24-25 budget at $2,100,000, with partial funding from
a $600,000 WaterSMART grant from the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation. The lowest bid along
with a nearly 10% contingency still fits within the approved budget, but does not provide
sufficient funding to complete Phase 2B estimated at an estimated cost of $3,460,000.

Recommendations

Based on budget limitations and overall project cost, District Staff recommends the Board
reject all bids and readvertise for bids after securing additional grant funding.

Water Rights Fee Calculations — Stockton East Water District

e The California Code of Regulations, Title 23, Division 3, Chapter 5, Section 1073
authorizes the State Water Board to pass-through fees to USBR’s contractors.

e USBR holds 44 Water Rights permits and licenses for the Central Valley Project totaling
101,316,670.10 acre-feet annually.

e Of the 101,316,670.10 acre-feet annually authorized for USBR, 6,027,789 acre-feet
annually is under contract between USBR and their CVP water users.

e The fee that USBR would have been assessed for each permit or license is calculated
using the current fee schedule rate for Fiscal Year 2023-24 of $300 plus $0.109 per acre
foot in excess of 10 acre-feet. Water Rights designated for hydropower use are given a
50 percent discount.

The sum of all the water right fees that would have been assessed to USBR in 2023-24 is
$8,208,865.83

o Each USBR contractor receiving project water from the CVP is assessed a percentage
share of the USBR CVP fee. The annual fee is calculated as follows:

(Contract Water Amount (in AFA) / 6,027,789 AFA) X $8,208,865.83 = Annual Fee

USBR 1247 - CVP

(75,000 AFA /6,027,789 AFA) = 0.0124423731

0.0124423731 X $8,208,865.83 = $102,137.77

USBR 1306 — New Hogan

The same fee calculation methodology is applied to the New Hogan Project; however, there is
only one water right under this project and there are two entities with project water totaling 100
percent of the water right. Stockton East Water District is served 224,417.66 AFA of the
397,199.40 AFA held under Water Right A018812 for the New Hogan Project. The total fee using
the calculation $300 plus $0.109 per acre foot in excess of 10 acre-feet for the New Hogan project
is $43,593.64.

Re: WTP Security Fencing and Access Control System and Budget Amendment

Background
The Stockton East Water District (District) has historically experienced occurrences of

unrestricted access and trespassing on its Water Treatment Plant (WTP) properties
through New Water Lane. These occurrences via New Water Lane include approved
access for the farming tenants on the north property, as well as unapproved access.
Access is provided to the tenants to the north property via New Water Lane to
accommodate the tenant’s necessary agricultural operations.

District Staff is responsible for the security of the WTP facilities and for the integrity of the
drinking water treatment process. Several occurrences at the WTP facilities have led the
District Staff to discuss improved security. Based on District Board of Directors’ (Board)
feedback, staff proceeded to investigate and develop a plan to address the issues. Staff
evaluated many options to better supervise access via New Water Lane, to provide
improved security for the WTP facilities, and, in the interest of public health, to safeguard
the WTP water treatment process. Through the evaluation process, additional fencing
and an access control system were identified as the best options. District Staff has
contacted contractors about additional fencing and installation of an access control
system.

Summary
Staff requested bids from several local fence contractors to install 900 feet of 7-feet-high

chain link fence. 250 feet of chain link fence will run from Low Lift Pump Station (LLPS)
to the Operations Building. 650 feet of chain link fence will run from the existing front gate
along the east side of New Water Lane and tie into a new gate past Al Bonner Drive. The
quote includes one roller gate, one double-leaf gate, and two smaller gates for walking
access of staff and guests at the locations shown in Figure 1 shown below. With these
additional fences and gates, access beyond the front gate will be restricted to the front
parking lot. Staff received bids from four contractors, as shown in Table 1. C&R Fence
was the lowest responsive bidder.

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Staff reached out to the security consultant, R-Tek, that assisted with the installation of
the security camera system. Staff requested a quote for a key card access control system
specifically from R-Tek since they would have the ability to integrate it within the existing
camera server without the need for additional server development setup from a different
vendor. The system would include access control at the WTP gates, Administration
Building, Operations Building, Low Lift Pump Station, Filter Gallery, Hypo Pump Building,
and High Service Pump Station. The quote includes key cards for District employees, all
necessary hardware, software, and installation by the consultant. With this access control
system, all key card access will be tracked and logged for District Staff to supervise. The
quote provided by R-Tek is listed below in Table 2.

Financial Impact

The installation of additional fencing and the key card access control system was not
budgeted during Fiscal Year (FY) 24-25. Therefore, a budget amendment such as the
one presented in Table 3 would be necessary to proceed with the project.

Table 3. Proposed Budget Transfer

The Solids Handling/Dewatering Lagoons project is planned as a multi-year project and,
upon recent analysis, not all the FY 24-25 funds are expected to be expended. Thus,
there should be sufficient funds within that project’'s budget after the aforementioned
budget amendment.

Recommendation
Staff respectfully recommends the Board:

1. Approve the proposed budget transfer as presented in Table 3.

2. Authorize the General Manager to approve contracts with C&R Fence Inc. and R-
Tek Security for $113,170 and $54,321, respectively, plus 10% contingencies of
$11,317 and $5,432 respectively, as well, for a total of $184,240, and make all other
necessary approvals.

sustainability, regulatory compliance, and reducing emissions from commercial
vehicles. As the focus on minimizing environmental impact grows, aligning
ourselves with the California Commercial Vehicle Idling Regulation (CCR, Title 13,
Section 2485) becomes imperative. The Heavy-Duty Vehicle Idle Policy
demonstrates SEWD's commitment to responsible vehicle operation and
compliance with state regulations. Emphasizing a 5-minute idling rule, this policy
supports our efforts to reduce emissions and minimizes our environmental
footprint.

Summary
The policy outlines the purpose, scope, responsibilities, procedures, program

requirements, exemptions, and employee training. It mandates adherence to the
5-minute idling rule, limiting the idling time for commercial vehicles. Managers and
supervisors are responsible for communicating and enforcing the policy, providing
guidance on alternative practices, addressing violations, and ensuring lawful idling
practices.

Contents
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A. Policy

This policy establishes the commitment of Stockton East Water District (SEWD) to adhere to the
California Commercial Vehicle Idling Regulation (CCR, Title 13, Section 2485) and includes a 5-
minute idling rule. Recognizing the significance of complying with state regulations governing
commercial vehicle idling, this policy underscores our dedication to responsible vehicle
operation and alignment with the specific requirements outlined in the California Commercial
Vehicle Idling Regulation, including the 5-minute idling limit.

B. Purpose

This policy aims to ensure strict compliance with the California Commercial Vehicle Idling
Regulation, which aims to reduce emissions from commercial vehicles and promote
environmental sustainability. This policy also incorporates a 5-minute idling rule, limiting the
idling time for commercial vehicles. By adhering to this regulation and the 5-minute idling rule,
we contribute to air quality improvement, minimize environmental impact, and demonstrate our
commitment to legal and ethical business practices.

C. Scope

This policy applies to all employees, contractors, and visitors operating District-owned or
controlled commercial vehicles within the jurisdiction of the California Commercial Vehicle Idling
Regulation. It encompasses vehicles used for transportation, delivery, maintenance, and other
commercial purposes covered by the regulation.

D. Definitions

¢ Commercial Vehicle - Heavy-duty diesel vehicles with a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating
(GVWR) of 10,000 Ibs. or heavier.

Affected employees - are individuals whose job responsibilities involve operating company
vehicles.

5-Minute Idling Rule - specifies that commercial vehicles shall not idle for more than five
consecutive minutes when stationary.

Restricted Areas — these areas include housing units, schools, hotels, motels, hospitals,
senior care facilities, or childcare facilities.

Responsibility

Managers and Supervisors are responsible for:

Communicating and enforcing the vehicle 5-minute idling policy within their respective
teams.

Providing guidance on alternative practices to minimize idling, such as using auxiliary power
units or turning off the engine during extended stops.

Address any violations of the idling policy and implement corrective actions as necessary.

Providing guidance on lawful practices to minimize commercial vehicle idling,

Affected employees are responsible for:

Adhering to the established vehicle idling guidelines.
Reporting any idling-related concerns or issues to their supervisors.
Actively participating in training programs related to minimizing vehicle idling.

Procedures

Familiarize employees with the California Commercial Vehicle Idling Regulation, including
the 5-minute idling rule, and strictly adhere to its requirements.

Encourage drivers to turn off the engine when parked for more than two minutes, except
when necessary for safety or operational reasons.

Consider implementing technological solutions, such as telematics, to monitor and manage
vehicle idling.

Regularly maintain and service vehicles to ensure optimal performance and fuel efficiency.

You are using the vehicle’s air conditioning for compliance with the Heat lliness Prevention
Plan.

When idling is necessary to inspect or service your vehicle.

You are operating a power take-off device.

You cannot move due to adverse weather conditions or mechanical failure.
You are queuing (must be beyond 100 feet from any restricted area.)

Your truck's engine meets the optional low-NOx idling emission standard, and your truck is
located more than 100 feet from any restricted areas (clean-idle label required).

Employee Training

Regular training sessions for employees and supervisors should be conducted on the importance
of minimizing vehicle idling, the associated environmental impacts, and the specific guidelines
outlined in this policy. Training should be provided during onboarding and periodically thereafter
to ensure ongoing awareness and compliance.

An Invisible Water Surcharge: Climate Warming
Increases Crop Water Demand In The San
Joaquin Valley’s Groundwater-Dependent

Irrigated Agriculture

University of California researchers from the USDA-funded Secure Water Future project
recently found that increases in crop water demand explain half of the cumulative deficits
of the agricultural water balance since 1980, exacerbating water reliance on depleting
groundwater supplies and fluctuating surface water imports.

California's San Joaquin Valley is home to some of the most fertile soil on Earth. Crops
grown here are exported around the world. According to California Department of Food
and Agriculture, more than 250 different crops, worth $30 billion per year, are grown in
the larger Central Valley. The area accounts for 75 percent of the irrigated land in
California and 17 percent of the country's irrigated land. And its farms provide a quarter
of the nation's food and 40 percent of its fruit and nuts.

Growing those crops requires water. To compensate for the lack of precipitation during
the growing season in the Valley's Mediterranean climate, irrigation is provided through a
combination of surface and groundwater sources. There is increased reliance on
groundwater pumping for agriculture where surface water supplies are limited - such as
during droughts - and when crop water demands are high. Both conditions are often
present in the San Joaquin Valley, where the region has been subject to accelerating the
depletion of groundwater reserves over the past several decades.

Researcher Kelly Moyers, a post-doctoral scholar at the time, was the lead author of the
study completed about increasing crop water demand as the climate has warmed,
recently published in PLoS Water. The SWF team included UC Merced professors John
Abatzoglou and Josue Medellin-Azuara, and UCLA Professor Alvar Escriva-Bou, as
contributing co-authors. SWF Director and UC Merced Professor Joshua Viers was the
corresponding and senior author.

Researchers used data to estimate crop water demand in the San Joaquin Valley over
the past 40 years. They focused on the climate effects on crop water demand, avoiding
the confounding factors of changing land use and management practices.

The researchers called this phenomenon of climate-induced increased crop water
demand an invisible water surcharge. They found that in the past decade, this invisible
water surcharge on agriculture has increased the crop water demand in the San Joaquin
Valley by roughly 650 thousand acre-feet per year, a volume larger than the capacity of
Millerton Reservoir on the San Joaquin River near Fresno. This represents a 4.4%
increase with respect to the 1980-2011 baseline used in the study. Through an analysis
of cumulative anomalies, researchers showed that the chronic increases in crop water
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demand over the last four decades explain half of the cumulative deficits in the agricultural
water budget, and this trend is expected to worsen in the future.

Agricultural droughts are not only caused by precipitation deficits, but now more often by
insufficient surface or groundwater reserves to fulfill increasing crop demands.

"With a high reliance on surface water imports and groundwater in our region, the
combination of groundwater regulation and increased evaporative demands, as shown in
this study, will further challenge our water management options," said Medellin-Azuara,
coauthor in the report. Increased evaporative losses also apply to open water bodies like
reservoirs, making managed aquifer storage more attractive during wet years, he added.

"The long-term decline in spring snowpack is a hallmark symptom of a warming climate
in the state. Our study shows this hidden tax of increased crop water demands with
warming is pouring salt in the wounds from the vantage of agricultural water resources,"
said Abatzoglou.

Despite potential agronomic adaptation and crop response to climate warming, increased
crop water demand adds a stressor to the sustainability of the global fruit and nut supply
and calls for changes in management and policies to consider the shifting hydroclimate.

A hallmark of the Secure Water Future approach to building climate resilience throughout
the water scarce western United States, Viers concluded is "incorporating high resolution
data into decision-making processes not only provides actionable insights for more
effective management of our food-energy-water systems, but also demonstrates the
value of research conducted in our institutions of higher education."

U.S. Supreme Court Clarifies Rules For Public

Officials’ Personal Social Media Accounts

Public officials may now “block” commenters on their purely personal social media
accounts, under a new ruling from the United States Supreme Court. The Court’s
unanimous ruling on Friday in the case of Lindke v. Freed means that councilmembers’
and other local officials’ social media accounts will be considered personal (and not
required to protect the First Amendment rights of commenters) unless the author of the
account (1) possessed actual authority to speak on the agency’s behalf, and (2) purported
to exercise that authority when the author wrote on social media.

The Supreme Court notes that determining whether a public official’s social media activity
constitutes state action, and thus must protect commenters’ rights, is a “fact-intensive
inquiry.” But, the Court makes clear that unless the official possesses actual authority to
speak on behalf of the governmental entity, the appearance or function of the social media
account will not matter.

The source of the authority can spring from several potential places, such as a statute,
ordinance, regulation, custom, or usage. But, to qualify as “custom” or “usage,” the
officer's use of a social media account as an official voice of the government must be
‘permanent and well settled” and that authority must extend to the type of speech in
question.

One suggestion made by the Court is that a social media account carry a label (e.g., “this
is the personal page of [public official]” or a disclaimer (e.g., “the views expressed are
strictly my own”) but the Court notes that while this is entitled to a heavy presumption that
the account is personal, that presumption is not irrebuttable.

Because the factual portion of these cases is not yet decided, local officials should
continue to follow the issue and may wish to discuss the use of their social media
accounts with their legal counsel. However, this Supreme Court decision is an affirmation
of the First Amendment rights of local officials when they use social media in their
personal lives.
