Current release at Goodwin Dam to Stanislaus River aresset at 904 cfs and release to all water
users are set at 192 cfs. There are 8 irrigator(s) on New Hogan;3uirrigator(s) on New Melones
and 0 Out-of-District irrigator(s). The water.treatment plant is currently processing 30 mgd. The
City of Stockton is currently processing 22'mgd.
