President Atkins called the regular meeting to order at 12:30 p.m., and Administrative Clerk
Mendoza led the Pledge of Allegiance.

C. PUBLIC COMMENT
Director Watkins submitted a California WateggService Group shareholder annual report and
financial statements with information from their corperate staff.

Kevin Kauffman, former General Manager of Stockton East Water District, introduced a product
from the Water Group LLC, called the Parjana© EGRP — aplastic tube that goes into the ground
and increases the ability of the natural soils to‘infiltrate water.“The product was used for a project
for Eastside Water District. Mr. Kauffman has been‘in discussions with District staff about the
product and the potential use of this preductdn projects-that Stockton East Water District is
currently working on. Director McGurk inguired about the product lending itself to the flooded
orchard recharge methed DWR 18 pushing via off-season flooding. Mr. Kauffman responded that
the product has unlimited applications. Director, McGurk pointed out that the agricultural sector
would be interested.in a product like this one. Director McGurk also asked about research
affidavits from universities t0 back up-the claims made by Mr. Kauffman about the product. Mr.
Kauffman answered research was done by Lawrence Technological University (LTU) in
Michigan‘regarding moisture,content, contaminants, water quality, etc.

Director Cortopassi inquired about page 13, line 1 and asked how many acre feet is covered for
that line item. General Manager Hopkins responded that‘staff will look into the volumetric cost
and how many acre feet are covered.

Director Cortopassi inquired about the,high-cost,of line 17 en page 18. Clarification was
requested on whether the line item represented one persen working 80 hours, or two people
working 40 hours each. General ManagerHopkins clarifiedthat the line item is for two temporary
employees working 80 hours eaeh. Assistant Manager Vega and Finance Director Ram pointed
out the amount also inCludes the conversion fee for a temporary worker who was hired as a
permanent employee. Directors Cortopassi and Watkins suggested that be a clear description for
that line item den@ting that it is‘for.twe temporary employees.

Director Cortopassi inquired about page 18, line 40, the amount the San Joaquin County Registrar
of VVoters(Registrar of \Voters) charged Stockton East Water District. Director Cortopassi stated
the amount is 50% more than usual. Finance Director Ram contacted the Registrar of VVoters to
inguire about the high charge and'was told that these are regular charges that were incurred and
passed down to Stockton East Water District, but did not include any supplemental charges.
DirectonCortopassi asked if there was any oversight into the charges. Assistant Manager Vega
responded that backup for the charges from the last election were requested. Assistant Manager
Vega did notethatsthe Registrar of VVoters charges based on the number of ballots printed. He
further explained that the ballots are also printed in several different languages, making the cost
of the last election between $425,000 - $435,000. Assistant Manager Vega also noted that the
cost for each election has been increasing because of the machines used and number of ballots
printed in several different languages. Director Watkins pointed out that the last election, the
Registrar of Voters ended up conducting a supplemental election due to the ballot mistake.
Director McGurk asked Manager Hopkins about the Registrar of VVoters presentation to Stockton
East Water District and commitments made concerning supplementary costs being covered by
the Registrar of VVoters. Manager Hopkins confirmed the Registrar of VVoters agreed not to charge
the District for any supplemental election costs.

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A motion was moved and seconded to remove the $511,075.00 out of page 18, line 40 and set up
a meeting with the appropriate committees to investigate the charge from the San Joaquin County
Registrar of Voters.

Finance Director Ram followed up with a previous topic of discussiondhat Director Cortopassi
mentioned concerning page 13, line 1 about how many acre feet wasf€overed for the cost in the
line item. Finance Director Ram explained that the $17,051.87 is adrue-up for construction costs.
The U.S. Bureau of Reclamation (USBR) conducted a cost allgcation study in accordance with
the Water Infrastructure Improvements for the Nation (WIIN) Act. Director Cortopassi asked if
the amount is in relation to the amount of acre feet ordered. Assistant Manager Vega clarified
that the line item is allocated construction cost. With the WIIN Act, the allocatien cost was paid
up front, instead of making in payments until 2030." This allowed the District)to convert its
contract to a permanent contract. Director McGurk followed yp with a question on whether the
amount in the line item was the total cost of the true-up or ifthere was a charge to a municipality
as well. Assistant Manager Vega answered that there was a true-up cost as well for M&l listed
on page 32, line 269 for $650,575.95._Director McGurk asked why the description read from
September 2021 on both page 13, line 1 and,page 32, line'269. Assistant Manager Vega stated
the date reflects the posting date of the true-up.

Director McGurk inquired about page 27, line 483 askingfor the definition of “DPF”. Manager
Hopkins said that it standsffor “Diesel Particulate Filter”.

Director McGurk induired about page 29, ling 188 that has the description “1% Qtr. 2023 worker’s
compensation insurance-EMP=-Sales”s,Director McGurk asked what the “Sales” part of the line
item means. Finance Director Ram explained that the “Sales” part of the description is short for
“Salesmen and Meter Readers”. She further explained that it includes positions like Manager
HopkinsgfAssistant,Manager \Vega, Finance Director Ram, and the District Accountant. Assistant
Manager Vega also explained that it is the classification that best fits the pool of risk that ACWA
JPIA uses.

DirectonMcGurk inquired about page 30, line 202 and asked when buying a specialty tool, does
Stockton East Water District give it a Property ID number or does it assign the tool to a project
and list it"ashan expendable item. Manager Hopkins responded that there was a time when
Property IDswere assigned using a CMMS program called Maintenance Connection, but the
time and labor required for logging the tools was more resource intensive than the cost of the
tools themselves. This led to the program being discontinued.

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4. Stockton East Water District — Draft Strategic Plan for Consideration Approval
Manager Hopkins presented the return of the Draft Strategic Plan for consideration of approval
by the Board of Directors. The initial draft came two weeks prior to today’s meeting and was
brought back for further comments.

Director Watkins made a comment concerning page 43 of the agenda and asked if President
Atkins is being quoted. Manager Hopkins clarified that it is an opening statement from President
Atkins. Director Watkins further questioned who the statement is from. Manage Hopkins
answered that the whole page is a statement from President Atkins. Discussion followed.
Director Panizza asked if this report is printed or a draft copy for the sole,purpose of review and
revision. Manager Hopkins clarified that this is just a draft for review. Director Panizza shares
the same sentiment as Director Watkins. Manager Hopkins stated(that the statement is optional
and can be taken out completely. Director Watkins clarified that If the statement is going to stay
on the page, it should state more clearly who is introddcing the“Strategic Plan. Director
Cortopassi pointed out that the statement can be slightlydmodified to be'from President Atkins
and Manager Hopkins and not the entire Board of Dirg€tors.

Director Watkins commented on page 47, where it mentions the 7,000 agricultural customers and
suggested clarification that there are 1,000 agricultural eustomers and 6,000 domestic well
accounts.

Director Watkins commented on pageé 48,"which describes the District’s history. He points out
that some of the history that is in the, page conflicts with seme anecdotal history that he
remembers. He also notes a contradiction, from page 57pwhich is a D-5 item, to illustrate the
issue in how the history of Stockton East \Water Distriet is not being written consistently.
Manager Hopkins repliedsdthe history within the Strategic Plan is consistent with the information
published on the Distri€t’s website.

Director Panizza{pointed outsthat,staff has‘some direction and recommended bringing the
corrections back fornext week and give everyone the chance to look at the changes.

5. StocktonEast Water District-- Draft Bellota Cost Allocation Study

General Manager Hopkins presented a cost allocation study done by Raftelis to determine the
appropriate cost sharing, of the'Bellota project. The study was largely completed in December
2022, The draft study was presented during a Bellota Project Committee meeting on December
21, 2022, The City of Stockton attended that meeting. On April 27, 2023, there was a meeting
with theturban contractors to provide an overview of the Bellota project as well as a review of
the findings of thestudy. California Water Service Company and San Joaquin County attended
the meeting. Manager Hopkins confirmed no comments were received from the urban contractors
and requests a motion to approve the Draft Bellota Cost Allocation Study with amendments to
correct the dates that Director Watkins noted previously when discussing the history section of
the Draft Strategic Plan.

Director Watkins asked if there were any changes to the writing on this item if they are
substantive to the content in the item besides the date changes that he suggested. Legal Counsel
Zolezzi clarified that there were no substantive changes to the content, only minor wording
corrections.
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Director Cortopassi inquired about the bottom line of page 63 where it denotes the ground water
recharge. He asked where the ground water recharge gets the funding. Manager Hopkins
responded saying that the funding comes from ground water assessments in Fund 68. Director
Watkins added that Fund 68 is only M&I groundwater assessments and Assistant Manager Vega
confirmed.

. Stockton East Water District — 75" Anniversary Celebrations — Budget Transfer Memo
Manager Hopkins presented a memo to establish a budgét for the 75" anniversary.event. Manager
Hopkins stated an ad-hoc committee of District staff and Board members are working on a 75"
Anniversary Celebration. Since the event was not'on the original 2023-2024 Fiscal Year Budget,
staff recommends transferring funds from the“Associate Dues Account, which has been
historically under budget. Last year the actuals were $52,400 and the account has a budget of
$106,200. The staff is proposing transferring $30,000%0f\funds to the Advertising and Public
Relations Account to fund the 75" Adniversary Celebration. The transfer does impact the M&I
and Agricultural percent breakdown and would result in an inerease of $5,400 to AG and a
corresponding decrease to the M&I fund.\Manager Hopkins requested a motion to approve the
budget transfer as presented.

. Stackton East Water District — Tunnel Outlet Flume Meter Phase | Lining Overages and Proposed
Budget Amendment Memo

Manager. Hopkins pregsented the memo. He explained that last fiscal year, there was a project
budgeted to Improve the Goodwin Tunnel Outlet. As part of that project a contract was awarded
to KW Emerson to line approximately 700 feet of the Upper Farmington Canal in preparation for
a second phase project to construct a flow measurement flume. After the contract was awarded,
there was sustained damage to the Upper Farmington Canal due to the storm water runoff from
the upstream drainage. The Board of Directors approved $160,314 for the canal lining and later
amended the contract with an additional $168,000 of emergency work because the stormwater
completely blew out the 48-inch storm drain pipe and collapsed a portion of the southern
embankment of the Upper Farmington Canal. The total approved amount of the lining project
and the emergency repair work was $328,314, within the $364,000 fiscal year budget. During
the construction, there were issues found and the findings were discussed with staff. KW
Emerson mitigated these issues, but did not request in writing authorization to exceed the
contracted amount. after the issues were addressed, the contractor invoiced Stockton East Water
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District for $57,293 more than the approved contract amount and exceeded the overall budget by
$21,285. Staff worked with the contractor to review expenses and try to negotiate a reasonable
adjusted amount. Staff recommends that Manager Hopkins enter into negotiations with the
contractor to settle the remaining amount that was invoiced, and that he be authorized to amend
the contract up to $57,293. Staff also recommends the Board of Directors authorize the budget
amendment as presented in Table 3, to move unused funds from the Lower Farmington Canal
Maintenance Account into the Goodwin Tunnel Account to the cover the possible negotiation of
the overages. There are no changes to the AG and M&I percentages.

President Atkins asked if there was prior discussion to fix the issues befere the contractor started
the corrections. Manager Hopkins responded that the contractor brought up the issues after
starting the project. The ground water pressure was noted during grading of the canal
embankment and a sub-drainage system was recommendeddby the,contractor and verbally
approved by District Engineer Evensen. The contractor recommended theinstallation of pressure
relief devices to solve the issue. District Engineer Evensefynoted that the'five items listed in the
Board Memo were issues that Staff was aware of during the construction.“The last one was a
result of another storm that happened after the first four issues were presentedrand resolved.
President Atkins asked whether there was approval given to werkion the issues. District Engineer
Evensen responded that verbal approval was given.

Re: Low Lift Pump Station P1 Pump Upgrade

Background
The Stockton East Water District (District) Fiscal Year (FY) 23-24 approved budget

includes funding for the replacement of the Low Lift Pump Station’s (LLPS) vertical mixed
flow pump P-1 (P-1). Currently, P-1is a 75 HP, 10 MGD pump that was once considered
essential at low flows, and is now only occasionally used since other pumps have variable
frequency drives (VFDSs).

The LLPS has a current maximum nominal capacity of 90 MGD (P-1 @ 10 MGD, P-2 @
20 MGD, P-3 and P-4 each @ 30 MGD), with a redundant nominal capacity of 60 MGD.
The DJW Water Treatment Plant (WTP) is currently permitted for a maximum capacity of
65 MGD. The standard design of a critical pump station must meet the required design
flow with built-in redundancy when the largest pump is offline. The LLPS’s lack of
redundant capacity poses a bottle neck in the treatment process when either P-3 or P-4
must be taken out of service for repairs at high flows. The installation of VFD’s on pumps
P-2 through P-4 in previous years has made the need for P-1's use at low flows
nonessential. With current trends in process flows, future development of the WTP and
lack of redundancy, a larger pump was deemed a better choice for replacement of P-1.
This pump will have the added lift of around 10 feet for a potential ozone treatment
process as outlined in the Ozone Preliminary Design Report.

Summary
After investigating the capacity of LLPS, District staff received vendor quotes for three

pumps with a nominal capacity of 28.5 MGD (19,800 GPM) with a 250 HP motor. Table
1 below lists the quotes received from vendors and associated pump manufacturers.

As part of the P-1 upgrade project, the discharge piping from P-1 will be upgraded from
18-inch pipe to 30-inch pipe and valves the same as P-3 and P-4. New electrical conduit
will be needed and staff will need to upsize the breaker and starter. No additional
structural changes will be needed.
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Financial Impact

The cost of each pump is below the FY 23-24 budget amount of $380,000 and will leave
approximately $127,000 for the District to use for pump appurtenances, electrical system
upgrades and the installation of the pump and modifications to the existing manifold.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to approve the purchase of
the Peerless Pump from PumpTech, Inc. in the amount of $230,220, (which includes
taxes) plus a 10% contingency of $23,020 for a total amount of $253,240, and make all
other necessary approvals.

Background

On October 4, 2022, the Board gave Staff direction to develop a Memorandum of Agreement with
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) that will allow the USACE to review Section 408
program permits for Stockton East Water District (District) as USACE has limited funding and
extreme delays in processing. In recent years, the District has struggled to obtain approval from
the USACE for projects requiring USACE 408 permitting. For example, the District has waited
over two years for approval of the Hosie Low Water Crossing permit even though the design work
was prepared by the California Department of Water Resources (DWR). The main cause for the
delays according to the USACE is lack of funding from the Federal Government, specifically on
Section 408 permitting project reviews.

Summary
Staff has the following projects budgeted and planned on the Mormon Slough that are anticipated

to be delayed indefinitely under the current USACE position on Section 408 permits:

Hosie Low Water Crossing

George Watkins Low Water Crossing
Hogan Low Water Crossing

Fujinaka Low Water Crossing

Prato Dam Replacement

Panella Dam Replacement

Both the District’s Legal counsel as well as legal counsel for USACE have reviewed and agreed
upon the language of the attached final draft agreement.

Financial Impact

Under staff’'s proposal, an estimated $187,275 would be set aside for payment of USACE review
time for projects one through five listed above. The funding would be provided by the individual
project budgets. Projects one through four are currently funded by a $1.96M DWR grant and
project five is funded at $174,400 in the approved fiscal year 2023-2024 budget.

Recommendations

Staff respectfully recommends the Board of Directors authorize the General Manager to execute
a Memorandum of Agreement with USACE per the terms delineated in the Memorandum of
Agreement between Stockton East Water District and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers,
Sacramento District, and make all other necessary approvals and payments.

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“MOA”) is entered into as of this ___day of

, 2023 between Stockton East Water District, (hereinafter "SEWD") and the United
States Army Corps of Engineers, Sacramento District (hereinafter the "District"), collectively
referred to as "the Parties”.

1. BACKGROUND:

a. The United States Army Corps of Engineers ("Corps"), has regulatory jurisdiction
over certain activities affecting works of the United States, including, pursuant to Section 14 of
the RHA (33 U.S.C. § 408) (hereinafter "Section 408"), over all temporary or permanent
alterations built by the Corps; and

b. Section 214 of the federal Water Resources Development Act of 2000, Public Law
106-541 ("WRDA 2000"), as amended and codified at 33 U.S.C. 2352, authorizes the Secretary
of the Army, after public notice, to accept and expend funds contributed by a non-Federal
public entity to expedite the evaluation of a permit of that entity related to a project or activity
for a public purpose under the jurisdiction of the Department of the Army; and

c. The Secretary of the Army has delegated the responsibility of carrying out Section
214 of the WRDA 2000, as amended, to the Chief of Engineers and his delegated
representatives; and

d. The Chief of Engineers, by memorandum dated April 18, 2018, has authorized the
District and Division Engineers of the Corps to accept and expend funds contributed by non-
federal entities subject to certain limitations; and

e. The District has indicated it is unable, without additional resources, to expedite the
evaluation of requests for permission under Section 408 for SEWD-designated priority projects;
and

f. SEWD is a non-Federal public entity and requires expedited and priority review of
certain projects under Section 408 as more fully described in this MOA; and

g. The District issued an initial public notice, regarding its intent to accept and expend
funds contributed by SEWD for evaluation of Section 408 requests for permission; and

h. The District has determined that expenditure of funds received from SEWD is

appropriate, and will issue an informational public notice regarding its decision within thirty (30)
days of executing this MOA; and

1. It is understood and acknowledged by all Parties that District’s review of Section 408
requests for permission for SEWD-designated priority projects will be completely impartial and
in accordance with all applicable Federal laws and regulations; and

j. This MOA is intended to: (1) enable the Parties to fully consider, address, and protect
environmental resources early in the development of proposed actions; (2) avoid conflicts late
in project development through close coordination during early planning and development
stages; (3) ensure sufficient information is provided to the District for timely analysis of project
effects and to assist SEWD in developing appropriate mitigation measures; (4) maximize the
effective use of limited District personnel resources by focusing attention on projects that would
most affect aquatic resources; (5) provide a mechanism for expediting project coordination
where necessary, and; (6) provide procedures for resolving disputes during the expedited review
process.

2. REFERENCES/AUTHORITIES: The Parties enter into this MOA pursuant to the
authority granted under 33 U.S.C. § 2352.

3. PURPOSE: Pursuant to Section 214 of WRDA 2000, as amended and codified at 33
U.S.C. § 2352, this MOA is entered into by the Parties for the purpose of establishing a mutual
framework governing the respective responsibilities of the Parties for the District’s acceptance
and expenditure of funds contributed by SEWD (“SEWD Funds”) to expedite the evaluation of
Section 408 requests for SEWD-designated priority projects. This MOA 1is not intended as the
exclusive means of obtaining District review of SEWD projects. This MOA is a vehicle by
which SEWD may obtain expedited review of SEWD-designated priority projects identified
pursuant to Section 6.a., outside of the District's standard review process.

4. SCOPE OF SERVICES:

a. The District will provide staff and resources to expedite the evaluation of Section 408
requests for permission for SEWD-designated priority projects under the jurisdiction of the
District in exchange for the SEWD Funds as set forth below. The Corps’ operations and
maintenance expenses are funded as congressionally appropriated line items in the annual
Federal budget. SEWD Funds will be added to the District’s operations and maintenance budget
in accordance with 33 U. S. C. § 2352, but may be spent only for the purposes set forth in this
MOA.

b. The District will establish separate internal financial accounts to track receipt and
expenditure of the SEWD Funds for review of SEWD-designated priority projects. The
District’s employees will charge their time and related expenses against the appropriate
account(s) when they perform work to expedite review and evaluation Section 408 requests for
SEWD-designated priority projects.

¢. SEWD Funds shall be mainly expended to defray the costs of salary, associated
benefits, overhead, and travel expenses for existing or additional personnel (including staff
responsible for processing Section 408 requests for permission, support/clerical staff, and staff
of other functional areas of the District) associated with expediting review of SEWD-designated
priority projects under Section 408. As applicable and appropriate, such activities will include,

but are not limited to, the following: early input and coordination on topics including
engineering, environmental, regulatory, Section 408 request review, including all necessary
engineering documentation, permit database entry, drawing correction, jurisdictional
determinations, site visits, public notice preparation, preparation of correspondence, conduct of
the public interest review, review and development of environmental compliance documents,
preparation of draft permission decision documents and/or statement of findings, meetings with
SEWD, stakeholders and applicants, mitigation monitoring, preparation of reports/audits of
SEWD Funds expended, technical writing, training, travel, field office set up costs, copying,
coordination activities, technical contracting, acquisition of GIS data, agency technical review,
real estate evaluation, risk analysis and any other Section 408 request evaluation-related
responsibilities that may be mutually agreed upon. The District will also provide an interagency
and stakeholder forum and materials to describe Corps permission authorities and issues, if
appropriate.

d. With SEWD’s prior written approval, SEWD Funds may also be expended to hire
contract staff for the purpose of augmenting the resources available to the District for the
activities described in Paragraph 4.c. Should SEWD not approve hiring contract staff, the
District will utilize District staff for the activities described herein. If SEWD approves hiring
contract staff but such expenditures require funding in excess of the amount specified in this
MOA, then said contractors shall not be hired until and unless additional funds are approved by
SEWD and memorialized by written amendment to this MOA.

e. The District will not expend SEWD Funds for costs associated with the review of
District work undertaken by supervisors or other persons or elements of the District in the
decision-making chain of command; however, if a supervisor is performing staff work and not
supervisory oversight, SEWD Funds may be used. The District will not expend SEWD Funds to
defray the costs of activities related to the District's enforcement functions. "Enforcement
functions" are defined as those activities related to investigating work not authorized by the
District but which required District authorization. The District will not expend SEWD Funds
accepted for Section 408 reviews for any purposes identified in Engineer Circular 1165-2-220,
Appendix I, paragraph 1-3.

f. If SEWD Funds are expended and are not replenished, the Parties will terminate this
MOA in accordance with Paragraph 12. In the event of termination, any remaining Section 408
requests for SEWD-designated priority projects will be processed pursuant to the standard
review procedures, in a manner decided by the District.

5. INTERAGENCY COMMUNICATIONS:

a. To provide for consistent and effective communication between the District and
SEWD, each party will appoint a Principal Representative to serve as its central point of contact
on matters relating to this MOA. Additional representatives may also be appointed to serve as
points of contact on specific Section 408 requests. Each party will issue a letter to the other
identifying its Principal Representative within fifteen (15) calendar days of the effective date of
this MOA.

b. The Principal Representative for either party may be changed upon advance written
notification to the other party.

c. Any notice or communication required or permitted hereunder shall be in writing and shall

Any such notice or
communication shall be deemed to have been given (i) when delivered, if personally delivered, (ii)
three (3) Business Days after it is deposited with a nationally recognized overnight courier service, if
sent by nationally recognized overnight courier service, (iii) the day of sending, if sent by email prior
to 5:00 p.m. (PT) on any Business Day or the next succeeding Business Day if sent by email after
5:00 p.m. (PT) on any Business Day or on any day other than a Business Day or (iv) seven (7) Business
Days after the date of mailing, if mailed by certified or registered mail, postage prepaid, in each case,
to the following address or email address, or to such other address or addresses or email address or
addresses as such party may subsequently designate to the other Parties by notice given hereunder:

As used in this MOA, “Business Day” shall mean any day other than a Saturday, Sunday, or any
legal public holiday as defined in 5 U.S.C. § 6103.

6. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES:
a SEWD shall:

) Provide written notification to the District within thirty (30) days after the
effective date of this MOA identifying which projects constitute priority projects for the purpose of
this MOA. SEWD may revise the list of priority projects as necessary during the term of this MOA
with reasonable notice to the District. Such changes shall be submitted to the District’s Principal
Representative in writing in the manner provided by Paragraph 5 and will be effective upon receipt
thereof.

) Provide adequate information regarding SEWD-designated priority
projects, scheduling requirements and other specific activities to initiate evaluation of Section 408
requests. Information required for the District to deem a Section 408 permission request complete,
thereby allowing initiation of the permission request review process can be found in EC 1165-2-220.
If additional information is required by the District to make a permission decision to proceed, SEWD
shall provide such additional information within thirty (30) days from receipt of the District’s
request. If the additional information required to complete the request is not received within thirty
(30) days, or if the information submitted is insufficient, the District may withdraw the request until
sufficient information is received.

@) Provide funding pursuant to the terms of this MOA and provide adequate
resources to fund existing or additional District personnel for the purpose of expediting the review of
SEWD-designated priority projects.

b. The District shall:

) Supplement or reassign its existing personnel, with qualified
personnel within projected funding levels provided by the SEWD under this MOA.

) Expedite review of Section 408 requests for permission for SEWD-
designated priority projects in accordance with the terms and conditions of this MOA. The
District shall not redirect resources from, or otherwise postpone, other SEWD projects
submitted through the standard District review process or covered by a separate MOA under
Section 214 of the WRDA 2000.

3) Consult with SEWD regarding an adjustment of priorities or
establishment of relative priorities if the current and/or projected workload of SEWD-
designated priority projects and activities exceeds District's ability to provide the services
specified in this MOA or negotiate additional funding in accordance with Paragraph 7, below.

4 Provide SEWD a written quarterly summary report of progress made
under this MOA. This report will describe achievements, including any improvements the
District has documented in coordinating and improving the efficiency of environmental
reviews,and will include an itemized statement of SEWD Funds received and expended to
date, along with appropriate supporting documentation. The report also will identify any
recommendations for improving consultation and coordination among the Parties to this
MOA.

Q) Participate in quarterly status meetings with SEWD to discuss SEWD-
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designated priority projects, schedules, workloads, proposed budgets, any upcoming priorities,
and other related matters.

(6) Designate a Section 408 Project Manager who will make his or her best
efforts to attend periodic meetings with SEWD.

7. FUNDING:

a. No later than thirty (30) days after the effective date of this MOA, SEWD shall
make a lump sum payment to the District of $187,275.00 (the “SEWD Funds”), the anticipated
costs expected to be incurred by the District for review of Section 408 permission requests
under this MOA through the end of federal fiscal year 2023 in accordance with the itemized
budget estimate provided in Appendix A. The phrase "federal fiscal year" in this MOA refers to
the period beginning October 1 of each year and ending on September 30 of the following year.
For example, federal fiscal year 2023 is from October 1, 2022 through September 30, 2023.
The District will provide an invoice for upcoming Section 408 permissions no later than
September 1 of each fiscal year.

b. No later than September 1, 2023 and annually thereafter, the District will
provide SEWD with an anticipated cost estimate that provides an estimate of costs for the next
federal fiscal year, including any proposed changes in the level of staffing. Upon receipt of the
District's anticipated cost estimate and in advance of the District incurring any costs for the next
federal fiscal year, SEWD will make a lump sum payment to the District in the total amount
specified in the District's anticipated cost estimate (with any such future funds being additional
“SEWD Funds” pursuant to this MOA).

c. Services under this MOA will continue until federal fiscal year 2026. In the event
SEWD elects to continue services beyond federal fiscal year 2026, no later than August 1, 2026,
and annually thereafter while this MOA remains in effect, SEWD shall provide written notice of
this decision to the District's Principal Representative.

d. Costs incurred by the District under this MOA may increase due to the Federal
Government's General Schedule increases and locality pay adjustments. In the event of such
increases, the District will promptly notify SEWD in writing of the additional amount necessary
to continue services under this MOA. Upon receipt of such notice, SEWD may either make a
lump sum payment for the additional amount within sixty (60) calendar days after receipt of the
notice, continue the same level of service until funds are expended, or agree to a reduced level
of service.

e. The SEWD Funds specified in Paragraph 7.a. above will be payable in a lump sum
payment in advance of the District incurring any financial obligations or performing work under
this MOA and no later than thirty (30) days after the effective date of this MOA as defined in
Paragraph 14. Payment will be made by check to the Finance and Accounting Officer, U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers, Sacramento District 1325 J Street, Sacramento, California, 95814-
2922 or electronic funds transfer in accordance with Standard Operating Procedure UFC 08
(Appendix B).

f. For as long as the District provides services to SEWD under this MOA, the District will
credit any SEWD Funds remaining at the end of the fiscal year to the following federal fiscal
year's payment. If SEWD chooses not to continue services under this MOA or this MOA is
terminated for any other reason, the District will return any remaining SEWD Funds, in
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accordance with Paragraph 12.

g. If, during any federal fiscal year, the District determines its actual costs for providing
expedited reviews under this MOA through the end of the federal fiscal year will exceed the
amount of the SEWD Funds available, at least ninety (90) days prior to the date the District
expects the SEWD Funds to be exhausted, the District will notify the SEWD Principal
Representative in writing of the additional amount(s) needed to continue to provide expedited
reviews through the end of the federal fiscal year. SEWD will have the option of (i) making
additional payment(s) to the District, within sixty (60) calendar days after receipt of the notice,
for continued services under the MOA through the end of the federal fiscal year; (ii) agreeing to
continue to receive services under the MOA until SEWD Funds are exhausted, at which time
any remaining SEWD-designated priority projects will be processed pursuant to the standard
review procedures, in a manner decided by the District; or, (iii) agreeing to a reduced level of
service under this MOA.

h. By signing this MOA, SEWD certifies that the necessary funds are available and will be
transferred to the District in accordance with the terms of this MOA. The District shall not
perform any services or incur any expenditures under this MOA unless and until SEWD has
made the lump sum payment to the District and such SEWD Funds are available for use.

8. APPLICABLE LAWS: All applicable statutes, regulations, policies, directives, and
procedures of the United States will govern this MOA and all documents and actions pursuant
to it. Unless otherwise required by law, all expedited reviews of Section 408 requests for
permission associated with SEWD-designated priority projects, undertaken by the District, will
be governed by Corps national regulations, policies and procedures as well as local District
policies and procedures.

9. DISPUTE RESOLUTION: The Parties agree that, in the event of a dispute between the
Parties, the SEWD and the District shall use their best efforts to resolve the dispute in an
informal fashion through consultation and communication, or other forms of non-binding
alternative dispute resolution mutually acceptable to the Parties. The Parties agree that, in the
event such measures fail to resolve the dispute, they will proceed in accordance with Federal
law.

10. PUBLIC INFORMATION: The District will not be responsible for justifying or explaining
SEWD programs or projects before other agencies, departments and offices. The District may
provide, upon request from SEWD, any assistance necessary to support justification or
explanations of activities conducted under this MOA. In general, the District is responsible only
for public information regarding the District's operations and maintenance activities. SEWD
will give the District advance notice before making formal, official statements regarding
District activities funded under this MOA.

11. MISCELLANEOUS:

a. This MOA will not affect any pre-existing or independent relationships or obligations
between SEWD and the District.

b. If any provision of this MOA is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the

remaining provisions will remain in force and unaffected to the fullest extent permitted by law
and regulation.
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c. The District's participation in this MOA does not imply endorsement of SEWD projects
nor does it diminish, modify, or otherwise affect the District's statutory or regulatory authorities.

d. This MOA is entered into by the Parties and the rights and obligations herein cannot be
transferred to any other entities.

12. AMENDMENT, MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION:

a. This MOA may be modified or amended only by written, mutual agreement of the
Parties.

b. Either party may terminate this MOA by providing written notice to the other party.
Such termination shall be effective upon the sixtieth (60th) calendar day following notice,
unless a later date is set forth. In the event of termination, SEWD shall continue to be
responsible for all costs incurred by the District under this MOA prior to the effective date of
such termination and for the costs of closing out or transferring any on-going SEWD-designated
priority projects. Any outstanding SEWD-designated priority permission requests will be
processed pursuant to the standard review procedures, in a manner to be decided by the District.

¢. Within ninety (90) days of termination of the MOA, the District shall conduct an
accounting to determine the actual costs of the work. Within thirty (30) days of completion of
this accounting, the District shall return to SEWD any SEWD Funds in excess of the actual
costs, subject to compliance with the Anti-Deficiency Act (31 U.S.C. § 1341 et seq.). SEWD
Funds may be provided to SEWD either by check or by electronic funds transfer.

13. REVIEW OF THE MOA: The Parties will review the terms of this MOA annually or on
another frequency as determined by the Parties.

14. EFFECTIVE DATE AND DURATION: This MOA will become effective when signed
by both SEWD and the District. This MOA shall remain in force until the MOA is terminated
pursuant to Paragraph 12.

15. INTEGRATION: ThisMOA, including any documents incorporated by reference or
attachments thereto, but excluding the pre-existing relationships or obligations between the
Parties referenced in subparagraph 11.a. above, constitute the entire agreement between the
Parties. All prior or contemporaneous agreements, understandings, representations,and
statements, oral or written, are merged herein and shall be of no further force or effect.
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IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Agreement is executed by SEWD, acting by and through its
Executive Director or his designee, and by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Sacramento District
through its authorized officer.
